· Dennis stated that he is pleased with the progress made to date and will work with Danielle on furthering the website upon her return. 
· Leslie indicated that she will contact Lakeland County regarding the riparian matrix that they developed. 
· No further work has been performed on the Job Description as this item will be brought forward at a later date.

· By-Election: Leslie noted that Grandview is holding a by-election in late winter, which may negatively impact the number of available voters. It was noted that while Special Ballots (mail-in ballots) are permitted as per the Local Authorities Elections Act (LAEA), the LAEA also indicates that this process must be adopted by Council 6 months prior to the election. Rather than waiting for elections and struggling to adopt a special ballot process in time, Leslie suggested that the special ballot process be adopted long prior to election year (2013). Sylvia indicated that Grandview Council has charged her with the task of obtaining information on Special Ballots.
