· Presidents’ Summit on Energy – Fort McMurray
· 5 dimensions of sustainability (economic, social, cultural, environmental and governance) were used to analyze the impact of the energy sector on communities. A draft policy paper on energy will be presented at the 2011 AUMA conference.
