COMMITTEE REPORTS 

CONFERENCE

· Further to previous discussions in regards to choosing the River Cree for the 2012 conference; it was determined that the River Cree was too isolated for the partner options, too expensive for meals required outside the conference times and did not offer easy access to partner and participant activities after conference hours.

· Peter L. will attend the CARL Forum October 29th
· E/D informed the Board of the ALMS Wetlands Workshop on September 30th and October 1st
· Bulrush Award – E/D reviewed the process of advising the SV’s of the deadline for the Bulrush Award. The E/D reviewed with the Board the one nomination received too late year and that it was confirmed the particulars were still valid. Rob Dickie confirmed that information contained in the nomination and moved Kelly Aldridge receive the 2011 McIntosh Bulrush Award.

FURTHER BUSINESS 

· Without an adjustment to taxes Mission Beach community residents will no longer receive garbage pickup. General discussion ensued in respect to the degree to which counties provide garbage pickup. Yet another example of how lucky SV’s are being to control their own business.

· Fire Protection & Suppression – Peter P. outlined the changes in the fire suppression equipment in his area. He described the “fit 5” which can be thrown into a burning building to reduce a fire while waiting for the fire department to arrive. Also of interest is a tool which attaches to a water hose and can be used to douse the exterior of a building or a ground fire; again to reduce the spread of fire while the fire department is enroute.  Peter P. will see what he can do to accomplish a presentation to the Insurance Council of Canada for purposes of securing a reduction in home insurance costs if the home owner was in possession of the water hose canister fire fighting tool. 
· It was agreed no advertising will be done on the website but that issues/ideas/opportunities will be discussed as they arise.

· AAMD&C invitation – it was determined Peter P. would attend the opening ceremonies and Leslie E. would attend the President’s dinner.

· Gary Burns will attend the Miller Thompson Seminar October 6th.

· Wi-Fi and different methodologies to access same was discussed

· The Summer Village of Horseshoe Bay will be hosting the “Emergency Management Training for Elected Officials” course on May 21, 2012. Further details to be forwarded at a later date.
